From the Desk of Fr. Kyle

The sacraments are key moments in our faith. They are

guaranteed moments when we experience a specific grace

from God, won through the love of Christ on the cross,
and where we are brought into fuller communion to the
Church. Ideally these are moments of tangible joy and
interior peace, such as seen every Easter Vigil when adults
receive baptism after months of preparation. |
experienced this joy when | made my first “real”
confession as an adult - not just saying the same little
venial sins but really acknowledging my shortcoming and
asking God for forgiveness. It was a moment that | literally
felt more free and could hardly stop myself from telling
everyone about God’s incredible mercy!

This is an effect of the grace of a powerful sacrament. But
what about when | don't “feel it”? When | confess my sins
in the confessional, and a tired priest just says, “five Hail
Mary’s and make your act of contrition” and | don't really
feel a significant change? Or when | go to communion on a
day that I'm not particularly inspired by the Mass? The
good news for us Catholics is that the sacraments are
more than just feelings, and the graces they offer are not
always immediately visible. After all, the goal of a
sacrament isn't just for us to have a better day; it's to get
us to heaven!

There is a term in Catholic Theology called “Ex opere
operanto”, which literally means “by the fact of having
done the thing”. In other words, by the fact that a
sacrament had the correct matter and form, and the
minister had the right intention, then the sacrament has
been complete. For example, the bread and wine become
the Eucharist so long as the priest is validly ordained, has
the intention of confecting the sacrament, and said the
correct words over the right material. No matter what
Catholic church you go to, or what priest is celebrating
Mass that day, the exact same grace is available through
the Eucharist so long as you are in a state of grace to
receive it. The same is true for the other sacraments as
well; as long as a valid priest says the words “...| absolve
you from your sins”, you have received forgiveness.

JANUARY 25, 2026

Ok, so what's the point? What this term means is that the
sacraments don't depend on us as much as they depend
on God. Even if the recipient isn't fully paying attention,
or the minister is, there is still a grace imparted simply by
virtue of who God is: a God who keeps His promises. This
teaching was clarified in the Council of Trent, and it was
meant to respond to some of the Protestant Reformation
which (in general) sought to remove the importance of
the sacraments in place of personal statements of faith
or Word-centric faith. These later two are certainly
important aspects, but we are never more powerful than
God. Today, | think this teaching can offer some
assurance that, even though we didn't “feel

it” when we went to confession or didn't like the way the
priest offered the Mass, the same Jesus is present to
offer the grace we need to get to heaven.

Of course, there are a few things we can do to get the
most out of Mass and the sacraments. The main thing is
our preparation: do | lounge around before Mass, or take
intentional time to prepare my heart? Is there an area of
my heart that I'm closing off to the Lord? Or before
confession, do | do my examination of conscience with a
humble heart, open to the ways that the Holy Spirit is
calling me higher? As someone who offers Mass multiple
times a day sometimes, these have become very key to
my own spirituality.

I hope that you might be open to the grace of every
sacrament you receive, whether you feel it or not!

Why Are We Doing Partners in
the Gospel?

Partners in the Gospel is a response to real
and changing conditions in parish life across
our Archdiocese. Over the past several
decades, we have experienced fewer engaged
parishioners, a significant decline in the
number of priests, financial pressures, aging
facilities, and changing patterns of volunteer
involvement.

One of the most pressing realities is the
shortage of priests. Our presbyterate is aging,
and we have lost 22 priests in the past two
years. While it is encouraging that there are
currently 17 seminarians in formation, that
number is not sufficient to sustain the number
of parishes we have long-term. At the same
time, parish life has shifted. Many households
now have two working adults, which has
reduced the availability of volunteers and
placed greater strain on fewer people to carry
much of the work.

Partners in the Gospel invites us to respond to
these realities thoughtfully and faithfully —
strengthening collaboration between parishes,
sharing resources, and focusing more
intentionally on our mission. As we move
forward into the next phase of listening
sessions to discern who we want to become as
a new parish and what is our vision, the
conversations may become more challenging,
and your input will be increasingly important.
This is still an ongoing process, and your
voice matters now more than ever.

Desde el escritorio del Padre Kyle

Los sacramentos son momentos clave en nuestra fe. Son
momentos privilegiados en los que experimentamos una
gracia especial de Dios, obtenidas gracias al amor de Cristo
en la cruz, y en los que nos unimos mas plenamente a la
Iglesia. Idealmente, son momentos de alegria palpable y paz
interior, como se observa cada Vigilia Pascual cuando los
adultos reciben el bautismo después de meses de
preparacion. Experimenté esta alegria cuando hice mi
primera confesion "de verdad" como adulto, no solo
confesando los mismos pequefios pecados veniales, sino
reconociendo sinceramente mis faltas y pidiendo perdén a
Dios. Fue un momento en el que me senti literalmente mas
libre, jy no podia dejar de hablarles a todos sobre la
increible misericordia de Dios!

Este es un efecto de la gracia de un sacramento poderoso.
Pero ;qué sucede cuando no lo "siento"? ;Qué pasa cuando
confieso mis pecados en el confesionario y un sacerdote
cansado simplemente me dice: ";Cinco Avemarias y haz tu
acto de contricién”, y no siento un cambio significativo? ;O
cuando comulgo en un dia en que la Misa no me inspira
particularmente? La buena noticia para nosotros, los
catdlicos, es que los sacramentos son mas que simples
sentimientos, y las gracias que ofrecen no siempre son
visibles de inmediato. Después de todo, el objetivo de un
sacramento no es solo que tengamos un mejor dia, jsino
que alcancemos el cielo!

Existe un término en la teologia catdlica llamado “Ex opere
operato”, que significa literalmente “por el hecho de haber
realizado la accién”. En otras palabras, por el hecho de que
un sacramento tenga la materia y la forma correctas, y el
ministro tenga la intencién adecuada, el sacramento se
considera valido. Por ejemplo, el pan y el vino se convierten
en el cuerpo y la sangre siempre y cuando el sacerdote esté
validamente ordenado, tenga la intencién de consagrar el
sacramento y pronuncie las palabras correctas sobre la
materia adecuada. Independientemente de la iglesia catdlica
a la que asistas o del sacerdote que celebre la Misa ese dia,
la misma gracia esta disponible a través de la Eucaristia,
siempre y cuando te encuentres en estado de gracia para
recibirla. Lo mismo ocurre con los demas sacramentos;
siempre que un sacerdote validamente ordenado pronuncie
I
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as palabras “...yo te absuelvo de tus pecados”, has
recibido el perdon.

Bien, ;cual es el punto? Este término significa que los
sacramentos no dependen tanto de nosotros como de
Dios. Incluso si el receptor no esta prestando toda la
atencion, o si el ministro no lo esta, la gracia se imparte
de todos modos, simplemente por la naturaleza de Dios:
un Dios que cumple sus promesas. Esta ensefianza se
clarificé en el Concilio de Trento y tenia como objetivo
responder a algunos aspectos de la Reforma Protestante,
que (en general) buscaba restar importancia a los
sacramentos en favor de las declaraciones personales de
fe o de una fe centrada en la Palabra. Estos dos ultimos
aspectos son ciertamente importantes, pero nunca somos
mas poderosos que Dios. Hoy en dia, creo que esta
ensefanza puede brindarnos la seguridad de que,
aunque no lo hayamos "sentido" al confesarnos o no nos
haya gustado la forma en que el sacerdote celebrd la
Misa, el mismo Jesus esta presente para ofrecernos la
gracia que necesitamos para alcanzar la salvacion.

Por supuesto, hay algunas cosas que podemos hacer para
aprovechar al maximo la Misa y los sacramentos. Lo
principal es nuestra preparacion: ;me relajo antes de la
Misa o dedico un tiempo consciente a preparar mi
corazdn? ;Hay alguna parte de mi corazén que le estoy
cerrando al Sefior? O antes de la confesidn, ;hago mi
examen de conciencia con un corazén humilde, abierto a
las maneras en que el Espiritu Santo me llama a una
mayor santidad? Como sacerdote que celebra Misa varias
veces al dia, estas preguntas se han vuelto fundamentales
para mi propia espiritualidad.

Espero que estés abierto a la gracia de cada sacramento
que recibas, ijlo sientas o no!

¢Por qué estamos llevando a
cabo el programa "Compaiieros
en el Evangelio™?

El programa "Compafieros en el Evangelio" es una
respuesta a las condiciones reales y cambiantes de
la vida parroquial en toda nuestra Arquidiocesis.
Durante las ultimas décadas, hemos
experimentado una disminucién en la
participacion de los feligreses, un descenso
significativo en el nimero de sacerdotes, presiones
financieras, instalaciones obsoletas y cambios en
las modalidades de participacion del voluntariado.

Una de las realidades mas apremiantes es la
escasez de sacerdotes. Nuestro clero esta
envejeciendo y hemos perdido 22 sacerdotes en
los dltimos dos afios. Mientras es alentador que
actualmente haya 17 seminaristas en formacion,
esta cifra no es suficiente para mantener el
numero de parroquias a largo plazo. Al mismo
tiempo, la vida parroquial ha cambiado. Muchos
hogares ahora tienen dos adultos trabajando, lo
que ha reducido la disponibilidad de voluntarios y
ha sobrecargado a un menor nimero de personas
con gran parte del trabajo.

El programa Compafieros en el Evangelio nos invita
a responder a estas realidades con reflexiony
fidelidad, fortaleciendo la colaboracion entre
parroquias, compartiendo recursosy
centrandonos de manera mas intencionada en
nuestra mision. A medida que avanzamos hacia la
siguiente fase de sesiones de escucha para
discernir en qué queremos convertirnos como
nueva parroquia y cudl es nuestra vision, las
conversaciones pueden volverse mas complejas, y
su participacion sera cada vez mas importante.
Este es un proceso continuo, y su voz es
fundamental ahora mas que nunca.
