From the Desk of Fr. Tim

There is a certain genre of Hollywood movies that falls
under the category of horror. Some filmmakers (now
video) love to send chills up our spines. Horror movies are
not for everyone though. They may cause someone to lie
awake at night noticing even the slightest sound. “What
was that?” They may even have to keep a light on at night
so that they will be able to sleep.

Some people find horror movies exciting. They love to be
scared. Some people scream and almost jump out of their
chairs. They may grab the person next to them. Why is it
that scary things or evil attracts some of us. We were
made in the image and likeness of God. God is all-loving,
holy, and good. We were made to be loving, holy, and
good. We were not made to be bad or evil. So being bad
or evil is foreign to who we are as humans. It may be this
oppositeness of who we are that causes curiosity. Being
good and holy is boring because that is who we are. That's
normal. That is what is expected of us. But, being bad or
evil ... “What is that all about? I'm curious. | want to know
why?" News stations know this. This is why they show
more bad news than good news. Bad news piques our
curiosity. Good news, well, that's boring. That is normal.

“What Revelation makes known to us is confirmed by our
own experience. For when man looks into his own heart
he finds that he is drawn toward what is wrong and sunk
in many evils which cannot come from his good creator.”
(Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC) 401) The devil
uses this curiosity to tempt us into doing things we know
are not right. “Freedom is the power, rooted in reason and
will, to act or not to act, to do this or that, and so to
perform deliberate actions on one's responsibility.” “As
long as freedom has not bound itself definitively to its
ultimate good which is God, there is the possibility of
choosing between good and evil, and thus of growing in
perfection or of failing and sinning.” (CCC 1731-1732)

Life is a long process in which we are asked to choose the
good, but the bad keeps trying to grab our attention and
draw us away. Curiosity may lead us in the wrong
direction. Many of these things may seem pleasurable and
good, but it will lead to harm. Some people may think that
watching horror movies is fun and harmless, but it puts
thoughts and images in our minds that are impossible to
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delete. Constantly watching the bad news on TV or on
the Internet is not spiritually healthy either.

Lent is a time of purification. It is a time to ask God to
rid us of these inordinate desires that are not of Him.
It is a time to ask for God’s grace to move our hearts
and minds toward Him and what is holy. The people
going through OCIA (Order of Christian Initiation of
Adults) are preparing to receive the sacraments this
Easter. They are going through a period of purification
to prepare themselves. The community is asked to join
them in prayer and recollection. “The time of
purification and enlightenment is given to a more
intense preparation of spirit and heart, which has the
character of recollection rather than of catechesis, and
is intended to purify hearts and minds by examination
of conscience and penitence.” (OCIA 138-139)

Our Elect will undergo the ““Scrutinies,” which are
celebrated solemnly on Sundays, have the double
purpose mentioned earlier, namely to reveal what is
weak, sick and sinful in the hearts of the elect so that it
can be healed; and what is honorable, strong and holy,
so that it can be strengthened. ... For the Scrutinies are
ordered toward liberation from sin and the Devil, and
they give strength in Christ, who is the way, the truth,
and the life. ... Moreover, the Scrutinies are set forth to
purify minds and hearts, to fortify against temptations,
to convert intentions, and to awaken the will, so that
the elect may cling more closely to Christ and pursue
more vigorously their desire to love God.” (OCIA 141)

Doesn't this sound like something all of us should do
during Lent, to ask God to purify our minds and hearts
so that we can cling more closely to Jesus and grow in
our love for God. Curiosity for what isn't of God may
draw us away from Him. Pray that the Lord will help
focus our curiosity in the right direction. In the way
that leads to the truth and eternal /ife that is only
possible by our merciful God.

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round noon on April 25, 2015, a powerful 7.8 magnitude

earthquake struck Nepal. Strong aftershocks continued for

days afterward. Not only did about 9,000 people lose their
lives, but 23,000 others were injured, and more than 750,000 homes
were destroyed or damaged. Families displaced by the disaster suffered
the loss of loved ones and homes. They also confronted the poverty
of lost livelihoods.

A grandmother named KunMaya not only lost her home but also
suffered the loss of her son. For more than eight years following the
carthquake, she and her husband lived in a temporary wooden shelter
that offered little protection against weather. Catholic Relief Services
(CRS), working with local partners, assisted KunMaya and more
than 6,200 other families affected by the earthquake through the
Resilient Communities through Vulnerable Farthquake Recovery
(ReCoVER) project. Through this program, CRS-trained masons
built an earthquake-resilient home for KunMaya and her husband.
At the same time, ReCoVER offered KunMaya training in raising
poultry and managing financial savings—training that helped her
establish a growing poultry business that has allowed her to sustain
her family while also saving and building for the future.

CRS relies on the support it receives through The Catholic Relief
Services Collection to reveal Christ’s love to victims of wars and
natural disasters throughout the world. CRS carries out this work in
ways that address immediate needs and provide long-term solutions
to help build a stable, hopeful future.

A algunos cineastas (ahora de video) les
encanta ponernos los pelos de punta. Sin embargo, las
peliculas de terror no son para todos. Pueden hacer que
alguien se quede despierto por toda la noche notando el mas
minimo ruido. ";Qué fue eso?", preguntan. Incluso pueden
tener que dejar la luz prendida por la noche para poder
dormir.

Algunas personas encuentran emocionantes las peliculas de
terror. Les encanta asustarse. Algunas personas gritan y casi
saltan de sus sillas. Puede que agarren a la persona a su lado.
¢Por qué es que las cosas aterradoras o el mal atraen a
algunos de nosotros? Fuimos hechos a imagen y semejanza de
Dios. Dios es todo amor, santo y bueno. Fuimos hechos para
ser amorosos, santos y buenos. No fuimos hechos para ser
malos o malvados. Asi que ser malo o0 malvado es ajeno a
quienes somos como humanos. Puede ser esta oposicion de
quienes somos lo que causa curiosidad. Ser bueno y santo es
aburrido porque eso es lo que somos. Eso es normal. Eso es lo
que se espera de nosotros. Pero, ser malo o malvado... ";De
qué se trata todo esto? Tengo curiosidad. ;Quiero saber por
qué?" Las estaciones de noticias lo saben. Es por eso es que
muestran mas malas noticias que buenas noticias. Las malas
noticias despiertan nuestra curiosidad. Las buenas noticias,
bueno, eso es aburrido. Eso es normal.

Lo que la Revelacién nos revela se confirma con nuestra
propia experiencia. Pues cuando el hombre examina su
propio corazdn, se encuentra atraido por el mal y hundido en
muchos males que no pueden provenir de su buen Creador.
(Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica (CIC) 401) El diablo usa esta
curiosidad para tentarnos a hacer cosas que sabemos que no
son correctas. "La libertad es la facultad, arraigada en la razén
y la voluntad, de actuar o no actuar, de hacer esto o aquello, y
asi realizar acciones deliberadas bajo la propia
responsabilidad." "Mientras la libertad no se haya ligado
definitivamente a su bien ultimo, que es Dios, existe la
posibilidad de elegir entre el bieny el mal, y asi creceren la
perfeccion o de fallar y pecar." (CIC 1731-1732)

La vida es un largo proceso en el que se nos pide elegir lo
bueno, pero lo malo intenta captar nuestra atenciony
alejarnos. La curiosidad puede llevarnos por el camino
equivocado. Muchas de estas cosas pueden parecer
placenteras y buenas, pero pueden ser perjudiciales. Algunos
piensan que ver peliculas de terror es divertido e

inofensivo, pero nos deja pensamientos e imagenes
indelebles. Ver constantemente malas noticias en la
televisién o internet tampoco es saludable
espiritualmente.

Pedirle a Dios que purifique nuestra
mente y corazén para que podamos aferrarnos mas a
Jesus y crecer en nuestro amor por Dios. La curiosidad por
lo que no es de Dios puede alejarnos de El. Oremos para
que el Sefior nos ayude a enfocar nuestra curiosidad en la
direccion correcta, en el camino que conduce a la verdad y
a la vida eterna, que solo es posible gracias a nuestro Dios
misericordioso.

Irededor del mediodia del 25 de abril del 2015, Nepal fue

remecido por un gran terremoto de 7.8 grados, seguido de unas

fuertes réplicas en dias posteriores. No solo perdieron la vida
cerca de 9,000 personas, sino que otras 23,000 sufrieron dafios personales
y mds de 750,000 viviendas fueron destruidas o dafiadas. Este desastre
desplazo a familias que sufrieron la pérdida de sus seres queridos y de sus
hogares. También tuvieron que enfrentar pobreza ya que perdieron sus
medios de subsistencia.

Una abuela llamada KunMaya no solo perdié su vivienda, sino que
también sufti6 la pérdida de su hijo. Luego del terremoto, y por mds de
ocho aiios, ella y su esposo vivieron en un albergue temporal de madera
que ofrecia muy poca proteccién contra el clima. Catholic Relief Services
(CRS), trabajando con sus asociados locales, ayudé a KunMaya y a mds
de 6,200 familias afectadas por el terremoto a través del proyecto Resilient
Communities through Vulnerable Earthquake Recovery (ReCoVER).
Mediante este programa, albaniles capacitados por CRS, construyeron
para ella y su esposo una casa resistente a terremotos, Asimismo,
ReCoVER le ofrecié a KunMaya una capacitacion en la crianza de aves
de corral y en la gestién de ahorros financieros—una capacitacién que le
ayudé a establecer un préspero negocio de aves de corral y que le permite
mantener a su familia, a la vez que ahorra y construye para el futuro.

CRS cuenta con el apoyo que recibe de The Catholic Relief Services
Collection para revelar el amor de Cristo a las victimas de guerras y
desastres naturales alrededor del mundo. CRS lleva a cabo esta labor
de manera que responde a las necesidades inmediatas y proporciona
