From the Desk of Fr. Nathe

Fr. Thomas Nathe, the Pastor of Holy Redeemer Parish,
wrote a letter for his parish bulletin recently about the
Partner in the Gospel process. | thought it answered
some questions that many people have had about this
process. | received his permission to print his letter in our
bulletin. Blessings, Fr. Tim llgen

“A number of parishioners don't understand the why,
what, and how of Partners in the Gospel. ... In my
own words, Partners in the Gospel is a multi-year
process that the Archdiocese of Seattle is using to
consolidate priests and parishes. For the past thirty-
five years, dioceses throughout the country have
done or are doing something similar. Thirty other
dioceses across the United States are currently
restructuring due to declines in priests and lay
participation. ...

The What

Partners in the Gospel began in 2022 when the
Archdiocese of Seattle hired a consulting firm that
has experience with diocesan consolidations. That
firm, Partners Edge, created our process of
consolidation that we call Partners in the Gospel.
Partners was rolled out to the priests of the
Archdiocese of Seattle in 2022 and to everyone else
in 2023. In that year, all the clergy and laity across the
Archdiocese’s 168 parishes and missions, discerned
together who those 168 communities would be
partnered with to form the 60 new parish families
that the Archdiocese has today. Why 60 and not
another number? Because 60 is the most optimistic
number of parishes that the Archdiocese could staff
with priests who are capable of pastoring, as well as
supporting priests (vicars). That, as well as 60 being a
number spread across Western Washington that
could reach Catholics everywhere and consolidate
the human and material resources enough to carry
on the mission of the Church going into the future.
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The Why

Over the past 60 years the trend line for religious
practice in this country has been going down. People
attending religious services or even identifying with
a religion has fallen dramatically during that time. In
2019, 1500 Protestant churches closed - and that
was before Covid. In addition to that, 30% of
Protestant churches in America never reopened
after the Covid shutdown. In the early 1960's at least
67% of Catholics attended Mass on any given
Sunday. That number is less than 10% today. We all
have Catholic family members who no longer attend
Mass. In most families the majority of Catholics
don't attend Mass. Every category of religious
practice has seen steep decline. Mass attendance,
baptisms, confessions, confirmations, marriages in
the Church, ordinations to the priesthood, etc., have
seen huge declines. Here's a shocker: 67% of
parishes and missions in Western Washington aren't
meeting their budget through ordinary income. Yet
the Church in Western Washington is still structured
and largely functioning as if it's 1965 not 2025, with
roughly the same number of parishes and missions
today as then, with half as many parish priests, and
far less participation. For over 50 years, the status
quo has been failing the Church in Western
Washington, and it must change.

Question: | can understand why parishes in decline
need to change but why do we? Why are parishes
with good Mass attendance, financing, and content
parishioners having to participate in this
Archdiocesan consolidation?

Answer: Because we all share the same limited pool
of priests. Without priests there are no Masses, no
Confessions, no Confirmation, no Last Rites. Without
priests who are capable of pastoring there are no
parishes. Jesus Christ established the Church on 12
priests, not laymen, not parishes, but priests.
Without them, the Church ceases to exist.



The numbers tell the story. Today the Archdiocese of
Seattle has 168 parishes and missions being served
by 143 assigned priests. At the current ordination
rate of two priests per year, in 15 years we'll have 93
priests for 168 parishes and missions. Wait, it gets
worse. As of 2028, we'll begin to ordain one priest
every other year, meaning that in 15 years we won't
have 93 priests to serve 168 parishes and missions.
We will have 81. Here's a sobering statistic, in the
past year the Archdiocese of Seattle buried 22 priests
and ordained one.

Priests are human beings. Priests cannot bi-locate.
Priests can break too, especially pastors. | am on the
Archdiocesan Presbyteral Council. Last week we met
and the ten pastors in the room were allowed to
speak freely about how they were doing. ... It isn't
good. They expressed how the current situation is
not sustainable for them. If the status quo doesn't
significantly change, pastors could begin to resign or
worse. Big changes are needed so that priests can be
sane, healthy, present to their people, and an
attractive option for young men to consider a
vocation to be one.

Question: Can't we bring in more priests from
foreign countries?

Answer: Not more than we already have, and the
number of foreign priests is going to decline. We
have to prepare for fewer foreign priests, not the
same number we have now, let alone more.
Vocations in foreign countries like India are falling,
and in many countries where our foreign priests
come from, there are as many or more Catholics per
priest than there are in this country. It isn't fair to
have priests come from another country where they
themselves have a priest shortage. Furthermore,
experience has taught us (with a few exceptions) that
foreign priests do not inevitably make effective
pastors. They may be wonderful priests, ... but in the
complexity of modern American pastoring they are
simply out of their league. Pastoring in this country is
about a lot more than being present to people.

Modern pastoring requires administrative talent,
organizational talent, decision making talent,
relational talent, and technical skills. In short,
modern pastoring is as complicated as being a
regional manager of a multi-site company. Most
Americans can't handle that, let alone a foreigner
without competency in computers, communication,
accounting, personnel management, staff and
customer expectations. A majority of the priests
serving in the Archdiocese of Seattle are not pastors
either because they are not yet ready or because
they never will be.

The How
Here is a simple breakdown of how we have been
and continue to implement Partners in the Gospel.

1.1n 2023 parishioners and clergy across the
Archdiocese of Seattle gave feedback on the best
combinations of regional parishes and missions to be
clustered together. These would be called “parish
families” and share clergy.

2.1n July 2024, priests were assigned and parish
families formed.

3.1n 2025 parish family advisory councils were formed
and parish families discerned “who are we.”

4.In 2026 parish families will discern “who do we want
to become” and “how do we get there.” Two more
sets of town hall gatherings (listening sessions).

5.1n 2027 parish families will discern new names and
all 168 parishes and missions in the AD will be
canonically suppressed (closed) and reestablished as
60 new parishes with their new names.

The Outcome

This is as much as we know at this time. ... There are
no preset expectations or assumptions about what
ministry in the new parish will look like. | do have a
hope though that when this is all said and done, that
priests, parish communities, and the laity will all
have a healthy and sustainable faith life and future.
Thank you for your patience, prayers, and
understanding as we navigate this uncharted
territory together.”

de Compafieros en el Evangelio. ... En mis propias palabras,
Comparieros en el Evangelio es un proceso de varios afios
que la Arquididcesis de Seattle esta utilizando para
consolidar sacerdotes y parroquias. Durante los dltimos
treinta y cinco afos, las didcesis de todo el pais han llevado
a cabo o estan llevando a cabo algo similar. Otras treinta
didcesis en Estados Unidos estan actualmente
reestructurandose debido a la disminucién del numero de
sacerdotes y de la participacion de los laicos....

El Qué

El programa Compafieros en el Evangelio comenz6 en 2022
cuando la Arquididcesis de Seattle contratd a una firma
consultora con experiencia en consolidaciones diocesanas.
Esta firma, Partners Edge, cre6 el proceso de consolidacion
que denominamos Compafieros en el Evangelio. El
programa se presentd a los sacerdotes de la Arquididcesis
de Seattle en 2022 y al resto de la comunidad en 2023. Ese
afo, todo el clero y los laicos de las 168 parroquias y
misiones de la Arquididcesis discernieron juntos con qué
comunidades se asociarian para formar las 60 nuevas
familias parroquiales que conforman la Arquididcesis

actualmente. ;Por qué 60 y no otro nimero? Porque 60 es el

numero mas optimista de parroquias que la Arquididcesis
puede atender con sacerdotes capaces de ejercer el
ministerio pastoral, ademas de contar con sacerdotes de
apoyo (vicarios). Ademas, 60 es un nimero que, distribuido
por todo el oeste de Washington, permite llegar a los
catolicos de toda la region y consolidar los recursos
humanos y materiales necesarios para continuar la mision
de la Iglesia en el futuro.

El por Qué
Durante los ultimos 60 afios, la tendencia de la practica

religiosa en este pais ha ido en descenso. La asistencia a los

servicios religiosos e incluso la identificacion con una
religion han disminuido drasticamente durante ese

tiempo. En 2019, 1500 iglesias protestantes cerraron, y
eso fue antes de la pandemia de COVID-19. Ademas, el
30% de las iglesias protestantes en Estados Unidos no
reabrieron después del confinamiento por la pandemia. A
principios de la década de 1960, al menos el 67% de los
catolicos asistian a misa todos los domingos. Esa cifra es
inferior al 10% en la actualidad. Todos tenemos familiares
catélicos que ya no asisten a misa. En la mayoria de las
familias, la mayoria de los cat6licos no asisten a misa.
Todas las categorias de practica religiosa han
experimentado un fuerte declive. La asistencia a misa, los
bautismos, las confesiones, las confirmaciones, los
matrimonios por la Iglesia, las ordenaciones sacerdotales,
etc., han disminuido drasticamente. Un dato
sorprendente: el 67% de las parroquias y misiones en el
oeste de Washington no cubren su presupuesto con los
ingresos ordinarios. Sin embargo, la Iglesia en el oeste de
Washington sigue estructurada y funcionando en gran
medida como si fuera 1965y no 2025, con practicamente
el mismo nimero de parroquias y misiones que entonces,
con la mitad de sacerdotes y mucha menos participacion.
Durante mas de 50 afios, el statu quo ha perjudicado a la
Iglesia en el oeste de Washington, y esto debe cambiar.

Pregunta: Entiendo por qué las parroquias en declive
necesitan cambiar, pero ;por qué nosotros? ;Por qué las
parroquias con buena asistencia a misa, finanzas sélidas y
feligreses satisfechos tienen que participar en esta
consolidacion arquidiocesana?

Respuesta: Porque todos compartimos el mismo ndmero
limitado de sacerdotes. Sin sacerdotes no hay Misas, ni
Confesiones, ni Confirmaciones, ni Uncion de los
Enfermos. Sin sacerdotes capaces de ejercer el ministerio
pastoral, no hay parroquias. Jesucristo fundo la Iglesia
sobre doce sacerdotes, no sobre laicos ni sobre
parroquias, sino sobre sacerdotes. Sin ellos, la Iglesia deja
de existir.

Las cifras lo dicen todo. Actualmente, la Arquididcesis de
Seattle cuenta con 168 parroquias y misiones atendidas
por 143 sacerdotes. Al ritmo actual de ordenacion de dos
sacerdotes por afio, en 15 afios tendremos 93 sacerdotes
para 168 parroquias y misiones. Pero la situacion
empeora. A partir de 2028, comenzaremos a ordenar un
sacerdote cada dos afios, lo que significa que en 15 afios



no tendremos 93 sacerdotes para atender 168 parroquias
y misiones, sino solo 81. He aqui una estadistica
preocupante: en el dltimo afio, la Arquididcesis de Seattle
despidi6 a 22 sacerdotes y ordend a uno solo.

Los sacerdotes son seres humanos. Los sacerdotes no
pueden estar en dos lugares a la vez. Los sacerdotes
también se agotan, especialmente los parrocos. Formo
parte del Consejo Presbiteral Arquidiocesano. La semana
pasada nos reunimos, y los diez parrocos presentes
pudieron hablar con total libertad sobre su situacién. ... La
situacion no es buena. Expresaron que la situacion actual
es insostenible para ellos. Si el statu quo no cambia
significativamente, los parrocos podrian empezar a
renunciar o, peor aun, a sufrir consecuencias mas graves.
Se necesitan grandes cambios para que los sacerdotes
puedan mantener su salud mental y fisica, estar presentes
para sus feligreses y para que el sacerdocio sea una
opcion atractiva para los jévenes que consideran una
vocacion religiosa.

Pregunta: ;No podriamos traer mds sacerdotes de otros
paises?

Respuesta: No necesitamos mas de los que ya tenemos, y
el nimero de sacerdotes extranjeros va a disminuir.
Debemos prepararnos para tener menos sacerdotes
extranjeros, no la misma cantidad que ahora, y mucho
menos mas. Las vocaciones en paises como la India estan
disminuyendo, y en muchos de los paises de donde
provienen nuestros sacerdotes extranjeros, hay tantos o
mas catdlicos por sacerdote que en este pais. No es justo
que vengan sacerdotes de otros paises donde también
hay escasez de sacerdotes. Ademas, la experiencia nos ha
ensefado (con algunas excepciones) que los sacerdotes
extranjeros no siempre son pastores eficaces. Pueden ser
sacerdotes maravillosos, pero ante la complejidad del
ministerio pastoral en la sociedad estadounidense
moderna, simplemente no estan a la altura de las
circunstancias. El ministerio pastoral en este pais implica
mucho mas que simplemente estar presente para la
gente. El ministerio pastoral moderno requiere talento
administrativo, organizativo, para la toma de decisiones,
para las relaciones interpersonales y habilidades técnicas.
En resumen, el ministerio pastoral moderno es tan
complejo como ser gerente regional de una empresa con
multiples sucursales. La mayoria de los estadounidenses
no estan capacitados para ello, y mucho menos un
extranjero sin conocimientos de informatica,

comunicacion, contabilidad, gestion de personal y sin
comprender las expectativas del personal y de los
feligreses. La mayoria de los sacerdotes que sirven en la
Arquididcesis de Seattle no son pastores, ya sea porque
aun no estan preparados o porque nunca lo estaran.

El Cémo

Aqui tiene un resumen sencillo de cémo hemos
implementado y seguimos implementando el programa
"Comparieros en el Evangelio”.

1.En 2023, los feligreses y el clero de la Arquidiocesis
de Seattle brindaron su opinidn sobre las mejores
combinaciones de parroquias y misiones regionales
para agruparlas. Estas agrupaciones se
denominarian "familias parroquiales" y compartirian
el clero.

2.En julio de 2024, se asignaron sacerdotes y se
formaron las familias parroquiales.

3.En 2025 se formaron los consejos asesores de la
familia parroquial, y las familias de la familia
parroquial reflexionaron sobre la pregunta:
";Quiénes somos?".

4.En 2026, las familias de la parroquia reflexionaran
sobre "en quién queremos convertirnos"y "como lo
lograremos". Se celebraran dos series mas de
reuniones comunitarias (sesiones de escucha).

5.En 2027, las familias de las parroquias elegiran
nuevos nombres y las 168 parroquias y misiones de
la didcesis seran suprimidas canénicamente
(cerradas) y restablecidas como 60 nuevas
parroquias con sus nuevos nombres.

El Resultado

Esto es todo lo que sabemos por el momento. No hay
expectativas ni suposiciones preestablecidas sobre cdmo
sera el ministerio en la nueva parroquia. Sin embargo,
tengo la esperanza de que, cuando todo esto termine, los
sacerdotes, las comunidades parroquiales y los laicos
tengan una vida de fe y un futuro sanos y sostenibles.
Gracias por su paciencia, sus oraciones y su comprension
mientras recorremos juntos este camino desconocido.
